BACKGROUND:

3. How Does Our Site Use Cookies?

3.1 Our Site may place and access certain first party Cookies on your computer or device.

A Cookie falls into this category if it is essential to the operation of Our Site,
supporting functions such as logging in, your shopping basket, and payment
transactions.

Analytics Cookies

It is important for Us to understand how you use Our Site, for example, how
efficiently you are able to navigate around it, and what features you use.

Functionality Cookies

Functionality Cookies enable Us to provide additional functions to you on Our
Site such as personalisation and remembering your saved preferences. Some
functionality Cookies may also be strictly necessary Cookies, but not all
necessarily fall into that category.

Targeting Cookies

It is important for Us to know when and how often you visit Our Site, and
which parts of it you have used (including which pages you have visited and
which links you have visited).

Session Cookies

Any of the above types of Cookie may be a session Cookie. Session Cookies
are temporary and only remain on your computer or device from the point at
which you visit Our Site until you close your browser. Session Cookies are
deleted when you close your browser.
